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PEACHTREE BOOSTER CLUB BYLAWS

ARTICLE 1  -  NAME


The name of this organization is the PEACHREE BOOSTER CLUB, INC. It will be referred to in the By-Laws as the “Booster Club”.

ARTICLE II  -  PURPOSE


Section 1.  The purpose of the Booster Club is:

a) To promote the welfare of our children through supervised activities.

b) To provide a means for parent-child association through planned activities.

c) To instill a sense of sportsmanship, competitiveness, and team cooperation through supervised activities.

d) To provide an organization for community activities as may be desired.

Section 2.  The purpose of the Booster Club is promoted through 

supervised programs. These are developed through close 

cooperation and effort of all parent members. The programs are governed and qualified by the basic policies set forth in Article III.

ARTICLE III  -  BASIC POLICIES


Section 1.  The following are basic policies of the Booster Club.

a) The organization shall be non-profit, non-commercial, non-sectarian, and non-partisan.

b) The name of the organization or names of members in their official capacities shall not be used in connection with a commercial concern, or any parties or interests, or for any purposes not appropriately related to promotion of the objectives of the organization.

c) The organization shall cooperate with the school and will not interfere with administration of the school and shall not seek to control their policies.

Section 2.  In the even of the dissolution of the organization, its assets

shall be distributed for one or more of the exempt purposes 

specified in Section 501c (3) of the IRS Code of 1954, as 

amended.

ARTICLE IV  -  ORGANIZATION AND MEMBERSHIP


Section 1.  The constituent organization and membership of the



Booster Club includes:

a) All parents of the immediate community who sign their children into the programs and agree to abide by the Bylaws.  (The immediate community shall include the geographical area known as the southwest corner of Gwinnett County.)

Section 2.  The Booster Club shall reserve the right to limit 

participation
 in supervised activities, determine programs,

supervisors, and guidelines which will benefit the immediate 

community and promote the purpose of the Booster Club. The 

Booster Club shall not discriminate on the basis of race, sex, or 

religious affiliation or heritage.

a) The parent/(s) by signing their child into the program shall automatically become a member of the Booster Club. They shall agree to respond favorably to requests for assistance in necessary projects as approved by the Booster Club.

b) A parent or guardian must be in attendance during each practice or game for the child to be eligible to participate.

c) The membership shall be considered the voting body. Each member shall have one vote and must be present to exercise the right to vote.

ARTICLE V  -  OFFICERS AND DUTIES   (Who, when and how elected)


Section 1.  Officers and Board of Directors. The officers shall consist 


of signed members duly elected by the membership. They shall 


as a group be designated the Board of Directors.

f) The Board of Directors shall consist of the following:

1)  President

2)  Vice President

3)  Secretary

4)  Treasurer

5)  Program Directors

6) 
7) Public Relations Director

8) Registration Coordinator

f) The Board shall be expanded or contracted depending on the scope of activities provided. The Board of Directors can add members and new functions to the Board except that the total number shall not exceed eighteen persons. Approval for otherwise altering the Board shall be the duty of the general membership.

f) The Board shall serve a one year term. Consecutive terms are permitted. The Board shall fill all vacancies of Officers and Directors at any time following the general membership annual meeting.

f) The Board shall be aware and heed the desires of the majority of the membership.

f) The Board shall abide by the Bylaws at all times, maintaining the best interest of the children and organization above all other considerations.

f) Each Board member shall have one vote on each subject properly submitted for consideration. If a member holds more than 1 board position, he or she will only be entitled to 1 vote. If a position is held jointly, those members will only be entitled to 1 vote total. All parliamentary procedures shall be followed. A quorum of the Board shall consist of one-half of the number of Board Members presently serving.

f) The President shall not vote unless there is a tie vote. The President shall have the duty to break the tie.

Section 2.  Nominating Committee


A Nominating Committee from the general membership shall 

be appointed each year by the President before January 31st. 

This committee shall seek to locate qualified and interested

persons to serve as Officers and Directors.

Section 3.  Annual Meeting of Members


By March 30th of each year, the general membership shall meet 

for the following purposes:

1) Discuss and finalize or make plans to complete any unfinished business.

2) Hearing the Nominating Committee report.

3) Open the Floor for other nominations.

4) Elect Officers and Directors.

These Officers and Directors shall assume office on July 1 for a one (1) year term.

Section 4.  Duties of the Board

a) President  -  Shall serve as executive officer for all activities; shall preside over all Board and general membership meetings; shall create and appoint special committees as necessary. Supervise the filing of any tax and other corporate documents. Must thoroughly know mechanics of all activities. Shall represent the Club in all county and community affairs.

b) Vice President  -  Shall assist the President at all times and will assume the duties of the President in his or her absence. It is imperative that the Vice President be aware at all times of actions of the President and other Officers. Be responsible for selecting and recommending trophies or awards for approval by the board.

c) Secretary  -  Shall maintain minutes of all meetings; shall coordinate and approve dissemination of all written materials concerning the Booster Club. Assist Program Directors with preparation of team rosters and schedules.

d) Treasurer  -  Shall maintain permanent books on accounts and records concerning all financial activities of the Booster Club; shall have said books available for inspection at all reasonable times by authorized persons. Shall prepare a detailed financial report for the current year by April 1st and submit to all officers.

e) Program Directors  -  Shall be responsible for each specific activity to include:

1) Coordinate registration and tryouts.

2) Coordinate schedules for practice and games.

3) Coordinate, appoint, and monitor conduct of the coaches.

4) Enforce the Bylaws and game rules approved by the Booster Club.

5) Coordinate assignment of referees and scorekeepers.

6) Coordinate supervision of outside activities sponsored by the Booster Club.

7) Act as player agent for specific sport.

8) Maintain file of all players – provide master list to President.

9) Coordinate the maintenance of Booster Club equipment and facilities, including reserving playing fields and gyms with the County.

10) Other activities as assigned by the Board.

11) Submit budget at the start of each season detailing revenues & expenses.

g) Other Officers and Directors  -  All other Officers and Directors as elected by the Board shall have such duties as designated by the Board.

Section 5.  Executive Committee


Shall be implemented only when deemed necessary by the Board and/or General Membership Committee. Shall consist of Past President (3 years maximum), Current President and Treasurer.



Responsibility will include:

1) Formulate policy and recommendation to Board of Directors.

2) Serves as forum to arbitrate or resolve any problems that cannot be so resolved by current Board.

Section 6.  Activity Fees

a) It shall be the responsibility of the Board to set Activity 

Fees after recommendation by the Program Directors. Such fees shall be set at a minimum level to assure all costs are covered. 

b) Special assessments may be leveled only upon two-thirds 

vote of Members present at a specially called meeting of 

the Membership.

c) All participants are required to pay the approved activity 

fee upon registration for the activity. Any exceptions 

shall only be made by the board.

d) Activity Fees may be refunded only by action of the 

Board.

ARTICLE VI  -  RULES OF CONDUCT AND SPORTSMANSHIP


Section 1.  Conduct and Sportsmanship

a) Proper conduct and sportsmanship shall be maintained at 

all times while participating in a Booster Club activity. 

Conduct enforcement shall be the responsibility of the 

Program Directors and the coaches.

b) Penalties for misconduct shall be:

1) First offense  -  warning to offender.

2) Second offense  -  suspension of offender for one week of activities.

3) Third offense  -  suspension of offender for remainder of activity duration, with no refund of activity fee. Suspended offender may be readmitted to subsequent activities.

c) Coaches shall be responsible for informing offender and 

Program Director of each offense and maintaining record of same.

d) No throwing of equipment. Referees will remove from 

game immediately and submit written report of incident 

to Booster Club President.

e) No player or coach may make any derogatory remarks to 

anyone including opposing team players, coaches or 

referees while on field. Referee to enforce.

f) No climbing fences, sitting or standing on sideboards, 

climbing scoreboards, equipment storage house, or 

scorekeeper stand unless you have authority to work 

from Booster Club official or referee. No standing 

directly behind bench distracting players or coaches. 

Program Director and referees to enforce.

g) No coach or player will use profanity or engage in loud 

abusive conversation to a referee or opposing team 

players, coaches or parents. Referee has authority to 

immediately eject from game and request they leave 

vicinity of field or gym depending on severity of incident 

and referee may refuse to resume game if request is not 

fulfilled and/or have police called and will report same to 

Booster Club President.

h) All players will remain in bench area. Coach should 

either appoint someone or see that players are prepared in 

proper position to prevent delay of game and to expedite 

game. Coaches, please encourage players to get on an off 

the field after time out as fast as possible.

i) Immediate permanent suspension shall occur for the 

following offenses:

1) Drinking alcoholic beverages or using drugs by coaches, players, or Booster Club officials while at the field or gym during organized practices or games.

2) Coach or player threatening physical harm to a referee or Booster Club official because of decision rendered.

3) Destroying or theft of equipment or facilities of the Booster Club, or of any school or County property. Report all cases to Booster Club President for proper disposition as soon as possible, including names and phone numbers of all concerned.

j) No smoking by anyone on playing fields on in gyms 

during practice or games.

k) Home team responsible for setting up gym or field (If in 

referee’s and/or Program Director’s opinion, gym or field 

is not sufficiently set up by game time, the game shall be 

forfeited by the home team.)

l) Coaches, team members, and parents of last two teams 

playing each day or night are responsible for picking up 

trash and gathering and storing equipment.

m) All coaches and any replacements will be approved by 

the Program Director, and only these individuals will 

supervise practices and games.

n) In all cases, each team member shall participate in a 

minimum of one-half of both practices and game 

activities. Failure to abide by this rule after initial 

warning by Program Director shall result first in 

forfeiture of game, second in suspension of coach. 

Complaints shall be first voiced to coach, then if not 

resolved, to Program Director.

o) No practice on playing fields or in gyms except by 

approval of the Program Director.

p) A parent or guardian must be in attendance during each 

practice or game for the child to be eligible to participate.

q) A set of these Rules of Conduct and Sportsmanship will 

be given to each coach and Member prior to the first 

scheduled game.

r) Questions or problems should be directed to the 

following persons in order listed: Team coach, Program 

Director, Club President.

ARTICLE VII  -  FISCAL YEAR



The fiscal year of the Booster Club shall begin January 1st and end the following December 31st.

PEACHTREE BOOSTER CLUB

FINANCIAL CRITERIA

1)   Expenditures outside of the approved budget for each individual sport must have approval of a majority of the board.

3) All requests for reimbursements for purchases made for each 

sport must be approved by Program Director before being 

submitted to Treasurer.

4) Checks will be disbursed only upon receipt of voucher or 

invoice.

5) Each activity shall be financially self-supporting.

6)  A minimum balance of $15,000 should be kept in the general fund as a contingency.

8) All insurance programs shall be approved by the Board.

9) Each Program Director shall submit a proposed budget to 

the President for subsequent approval of the Board of 

Directors at least 30 days prior to sign-up in order to 

establish the Activity Fee.

12) The Club Treasurer shall maintain the following:

a) Balanced checkbook.

b) Up to date ledger of all cash activities.

c) All tax and financial records in central location.

13) The President shall appoint an audit committee consisting of 

two club members (no officers/directors) to audit club books 

when required.

PBC REFUND POLICY

1) REFUND 100% OF REGISTRATION FEE. IF REQUESTED BEFORE THE END OF FINAL OFFICIAL REGISTRATION.

2) REFUND 100% OF REGISTRATION FEE, MINUS $10 (ADMIN. COSTS), IF REQUESTED BEFORE THE DRAFT, AND/OR UNIFORMS HAVE NOT BEEN ORDERED.

3) NO REFUND, AFTER THE END OF FINAL OFFICIAL REGISTRATON DUE TO:  “changed our mind, don’t want to play, or joined another association, etc.”

4) REFUND 75% OF REGISTRATION FEE, IF REQUESTED BEFORE THE 1ST PRACTICE, DUE TO DISABLING INJURY, (ILLNESS, ETC.) IF THE UNIFORMS HAVE NOT BEEN ORDERED. (IF ORDERED, 75% MINUS UNIFORM COST.)

5) AFTER THE 1ST GAME OF THE SEASON STARTS, REFUND ONLY THE COST OF TROPHY AND/OR TEAM PICTURE, IF ITEM(s) HAVE NOT BEEN ORDERED. (IF ORDERED – NO REFUND)
